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Pension Fund Matters

Being a member of a pension fund provides financial security and peace of mind for retirement, ensuring that you have a stable income
when you are no longer working. It allows for long-term savings with employer contributions and potential investment growth, helping
you maintain your standard of living after retirement. The Pension funds often offer risk benefits while the member is employed,
including death, disability, and funeral benefits for immediate family members. These benefits provide crucial financial support in
times of crisis, ensuring that loved ones are taken care of in unforeseen circumstances.

Not having a pension fund in place can lead to financial difficulties in old age, forcing individuals to rely on government aid, family
support, or continued work beyond their physical capacity. Without a structured retirement plan, unforeseen medical expenses and
the rising cost of living can become overwhelming, leading to financial instability and reduced quality of life.

In certain cases, individuals or employers may seek exemption from participating in a Pension fund through the council. This process
typically involves submitting a formal application, demonstrating valid reasons for exemption, and ensuring that alternative retirement
provisions are in place.
